Calling Representative George Miller’s office in D.C.

1. Call Rep. Miller’s D.C. office at 202-225-2095. Say where you live (e.g. “I live in Vacaville”) and ask to speak with the staff person who works on child nutrition.


2. Tell the staff person your name, where you live, and whom you represent.


3. Relay these messages: 


“I’m calling to thank Rep. Miller for his leadership on improving child nutrition programs.” 

“I’d like to let him know that he has my support for working with the Ways and Means Committee to increase funding for healthy school lunches by at least $1 billion per year. Part of that funding should go to Farm to School programs that create both healthy local farms and healthy kids.”


“It’s important to me that this investment does not result in a funding cut to farm conservation programs, as has been proposed in the Senate. A better option would be to cut farm subsidies for the wealthy landowners who profit from unhealthy processed foods.”

4. If you don’t get through, leave a voicemail. Say your name and phone number, where you’re from, and whom you represent. Relay the key message.
